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Assumes the reader is very familiar with the material contained in the thread as 

well as “Building Minds for Building Wealth” and “Channels”.  If this assumption 

is not true for you, start reading and don’t bother looking at this, yet.
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Note: PV mode change by 

moving to adjacent cells

Note: The sine waves used above describe the nature of price and volume and not their appearance.  

Also note that faster fractal would exist inside the fractal under consideration which would , in turn exist 

within a slower fractal.
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Note: the PV relationship unfolds independent of the time frame 

used to observe the market.  The specific form of a SFC depends

on the alignment of the PV fractal and the chosen time frame for 

observing (i.e. “pixel”).
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Assume the dotted rectangle represents a chosen time frame for observation.  

The price output will be the OHLC or a price bar and the total volume will be

the volume associated for that bar.  This bar, in combination with a few other 

bars, will make up the observable manifestation of trend change also known 

as a Signal for Change.
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Note: This depiction shows how the PV relationship manifests

itself based on time sample choice.  

The full sequence for a long trend would include B2B2R2B.

Depending on the number of bars used to observe a particular

PV fractal the appearance could look like a fully developed 

X2X2Y2X sequence or simply a series of bars with continuously 

Incr/decr volume or even a single bar. 
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Note: We ignore all Signals for Change 

until the PV sequence completes
